Mayor Kelley called the meeting to order.

Mayor Kelley called for the Pledge of Allegiance.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer

to approve the minutes of the September 21,2009 regular board meeting as presented. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None.  Resolution carried.

Carolsue McCue was present to learn of any updates to the decibel level signage.

Mayor Kelley read a letter from the NYS DOT, who state they would install the decibel limit signs on State Route 14(Catharine Street) at both entrances into the village and on State Route 224(Clawson Blvd)at the entrance to the village from the east.  The letter further clarified that posting of decibel limit signs may be installed on village streets at the expense of the village.

Harold Brown, marina manager and one of his assistants, Richard Rockwell were present and shared with the board a full list of the events that took place at the marina this summer season. Richard thanked the board for keeping a watchful eye on the facility and felt that new campers will help the marina and the village.  Harold(Brownie) encouraged the board to pursue acquisition of the former Yacht Club building for an activities center for the marina.  He considers the building an asset to the marina facility and to the schedule of events for the campers and boaters.

Sealed bids were received for the Genesee Street Telemetry Project.  Results: Blackmon-Farrell Electric $73,900 and Vacri Construction Corp.$90,400.

Greg Cummings of Larson Design Group reviewed and verified the bids/contractors and recommended award to the lowest bidder, Blackmon-Farrell Electric.

Board members had questions on the phases of the project referred to by Greg Cummings and agreed to table action until next meeting.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to register Lance VanAlstine in the Grade II Water Operator’s Certification Course in Morrisville November 9-13, 2009 and resolved the village will reserve lodging, reimburse mileage and a meal allowance of $30.00 per day. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None.

Resolution carried.

Board discussed communication from Moody Associates who wrote inquiring about the village’s ability and policy for selling bulk water. Mayor Kelley and the Water Operator will make necessary contacts to learn about the process, estimated cost to set up equipment and schedule of rates for further discussion at the next meeting.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing acceptance of the engagement letter from Freed, Maxick and Battaglia, CPA firm for the audit of fiscal year 2008-09.AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell that Donna J. Kelley Mayor of the Village of Montour Falls is hereby authorized and directed to execute any legal documents relating to the financial assistance and funds from the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation for the Main Street Connector Project #RTP-05-FL-03 in an amount not exceeding $72,000.00.  AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing the 2010 fire contract amounts for Town of Dix $41,487.00, Town of Montour $38,030.00 and resolved the contracts be sent to the towns for their review and approval. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Wiedemer noted that it was brought to her attention the no parking signs along Henry Street have faded.  She suggested all signs be inventoried and replaced as needed. 

Trustee Gillemot inquired about street paving schedule recalling the fast approaching deadline for asphalt plants.

Mayor Kelley agreed to contact the NYS Canal Corporation about repairs to the Marina Road and also to discuss the remainder of the dredging project, considering the disposal lagoon is full and the barge equipment has been moved.

Board members received a copy of the Annual Financial Report for fiscal year ending 2009.

Board discussed the Falls Park project and the email communication from Karis Manning of the NYSDEC discussing alternative options for placing of lighting on the basin wall to illuminate the Falls expressing concern for wall damage. Board members agreed that approval had been granted for affixing the lights on the wall and should proceed.

Mayor Kelley thanked Trustee Gillemot and Trustee Smith for attending the recent Emergency Management’s Incident Management Workshop and invited the board to an upcoming session at the fire station on October 14 at 7:00p.m.   entitled Fire Department Tragedy and Lessons Learned.

Board members agreed with Mayor Kelley that sharing services of a DPW Superintendent as well as the services of code enforcement with another small village or town deserves further investigation.

Mayor Kelley discussed with the board the tax rate of $27.42/thousand for the Odessa-Montour Central School and the negative effect that has both attracting future development of properties and for a homeowner trying to market their property in the village. Mayor Kelley stated she plans to join forces with villages and towns in the district and pursue this topic with the school board.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing payment of bills on General Abstract $18,485.73, Water Abstract $2,289.28, Sewer Abstract $2,048.33, Capital Projects CHIPS $14,869.09.  AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to enter into an executive session for the purpose of acquisition of real property. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to adjourn the executive session at 9:15pm. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing an offer from the Village of Montour Falls in amount of $4,277.62 to the Schuyler County Legislature for the purchase of the former Yacht Club building located on Marina Road within the marina that is currently in the tax foreclosure process. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell offered a motion, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to adjourn the meeting at 9:20p.m. Carried unanimously.
