In the absence of Mayor Kelley, Trustee & Deputy Mayor Bonnie Howell called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.

Trustee Bonnie Howell called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of February 17, 2009 regular board meeting were presented. 

Trustee Weidemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Smith to approve the minutes of the February 17, 2009 regular board meeting as presented. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES:  None.  Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell explained to the board Welliver McGuire has a one-year NYSDEC (renewable) permit to eliminate geese by use of firearms and is requesting a waiver of the local law for discharge of firearms within the village.  Charlie Ector was present representing the company to answer any questions relative to the company’s approach to the problem.  He noted that they have been overrun by geese for the past six years and have made repeated attempts to discourage the population. He reassured the board that he will be the individual responsible and will be working with the Sheriff to set up parameters for the action. Charlie noted that he will work as discreetly as possible and will be sensitive to school hours/days and to the neighboring group home. He added that the NYSDEC permit allows the elimination of up to 5 geese per week and no more than 25 per year. He is a firearms safety instructor and assured the board all safety precautions will be taken. The neighboring property owners are aware of these plans. Charlie also noted the Schuyler County Environmental Management Council is also aware of the overpopulation of the geese and the health concerns related to the overpopulation. 


Trustee Smith offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to permit the discharge of a firearm by Ray Charles Ector by use of a 12-gauge shotgun to eliminate geese from the property owned by Welliver McGuire on Genesee Street in the Village of Montour Falls and resolved the activity will take place weekdays between the hours of 8:00am – 3:00p.m. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: Trustee Gillemot.  Resolution carried.

A request was made by Irene Diezhandino property owner of 121 N. Genesee Street for consideration of the sewer portion of her water/sewer billing due to a water leak in the basement resulting in a total bill of $396.63. 


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing a credit on the sewer portion of the billing for property at 121 N. Genesee Street owned by Irene Diezhandino for an amount of $191.07. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer.  NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Request was made by Kristy Perraut property owner of 208 N. Genesee Street for consideration of the sewer portion of her water/sewer billing due to a water leak in the outside faucet resulting in a total bill of $210.48.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing a credit on the sewer portion of the billing for property at 208 N. Genesee Street owned by Kristy Perraut for an amount of $79.71. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Smith authorizing Mayor Kelley to execute the agreement with the NYS Housing Trust Fund Corporation for the NY Main Street Grant Program for an amount of $465,000 and to submit necessary documents relating to this grant award. AYES: Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell indicated that the Village would be relying on administration and technical assistance from SCOPED as well as Community Progress Inc. for the NY Main Street program. A $35,000 budget is included in the grant for administration costs.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Smith authorizing Mayor Kelley to execute an agreement with Community Progress Inc. to provide administration assistance for the NY Main Street program and resolved that administration costs will be paid from grant funds AYES: Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell advised the board, the County is working with developer Bruce Nelson to rehabilitate the Rural Urban Center building into an 11-unit apartment complex.  The total project cost will be 1.6 million and the county would like the village to apply for Restore NY funds in amount of 1.1 million.


Trustee Smith offered the following resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot

Whereas Empire State Development Corporation has announced Round 3 of the  Restore NY Communities Initiative Municipal Grant Program to revitalize urban centers, with an application deadline of May 4, 2009 and an “Intent to Apply” deadline of March 9, 2009; and 

Whereas the Village of Montour Falls has an interest in the renovation and rehabilitation of the Former Rural Urban Center; a project consistent with the Restore NY goals; 

Now Therefore Be It Resolved; that the Village of Montour Falls intends to propose a Round 3 Restore NY Project that will further redevelopment of this key property in the Village, and the Mayor is hereby authorized to submit an Intent to Apply for funds for a 1.6 million project and any documents necessary to further this application. 

AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board discussed an inquiry from John Brown for a work/camper arrangement at the Montour Falls Marina & Campground. Concerns were expressed for insurance and union employees. Clerk to consult with Attorney Halpin.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing a renewal agreement with Harold Brown for the 2009 marina manager under the same terms as the 2008 agreement. AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot clarifying rates for the 2009 marina season as discussed at the February 3rd meeting should read as follows: summer boat trailer storage $175.00(up to 20’ $200.00(over 20’); Daily dock $35.00, weekly $80.00, monthly $160.00(docks1-29), $230.00(docks 30-95). AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES:  None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell reported the NYS Canal Corporation has indicated they have an excavator small enough to dredge the lower(south) end of the marina canalway.  Trustee Smith commented that the area is an eyesore from Rt 14 and cleaning it would enhance the appearance of the marina in addition to allowing the lower docks to be used.

Trustee Howell reported the sewer extension design for the Raymond Street Family Housing has been approved and is presently being installed. Hunt Engineers will complete the inspection on behalf of the village at the expense of the developer.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing Mayor Kelley to execute the 2009 agreement for economic development assistance from SCOPED for an amount of $3,608.00. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None.  Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer approving Joyce VanVleet as an alternate election inspector for the upcoming village general election. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell approving of the use of the carnival grounds by the Lake Country Players for a car wash fund raiser providing proper insurance coverage is in effect and dates do not conflict with other scheduled activities. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to accept the audited financial statements for fiscal year ending May 31, 2008. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: Trustee Wiedemer. None. Resolution carried.

Board agreed to schedule budget workshops for March 23rd and March 30th 

at 6:00p.m. and tentatively scheduled a budget hearing for April 6th.

Board was advised of the upcoming Leadership Conference April 9th at the Corning Community College.

Clerk to follow up with Time Warner on the franchise renewal. Board noted they would accept a 10-year franchise opposed to a 15 year.

Board authorized a new American flag be purchased for the DPW flagpole.

Trustee Gillemot reported having heard complaints of cars broken into near the Jerlando’s establishment and on Montour Street.  Trustee Howell reported this to the Sheriff.  Trustee Gillemot suggested looking at a public education program or Neighborhood Watch Program.

Trustee Howell reported Watkins Glen has formally scheduled a Nascar event for Friday, Aug 6, the same night as Montour Falls. A meeting will be held this week for the Montour Falls committee and a joint meeting with Watkins Glen is scheduled for March 10 at 5:30p.m.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing the payment of bills on General Abstract $10,267.04, Water Abstract $2,083.43, Sewer Abstract $46,232.27. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a motion, seconded by Trustee Howell to adjourn the meeting at 8:45p.m. Carried.

Mayor Kelley called the meeting to order.

Mayor Kelley called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of March 2, 2009 regular board meeting were presented. 

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to approve the minutes of the March 2, 2009 regular board meeting with clarification Trustee Wiedemer voted no on acceptance of audit report, and Trustee Gillemot also clarified that he had informed the board in addition to cars in front of Jerlando’s , there were cars parked on Montour Street that had also been broken into. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES:  None.  Resolution carried.

Charles Randall inquired if the Marina Road barricades would be removed for trout season and also noted the sidewalk at 248 Owego Street has still not been repaired.  Mayor noted that it is not likely that the barricades would be removed by April 1 considering the marina is open May 1.

Jeff Confer was present to encourage the board to look at blacktop stamping for crosswalks on Main Street and at Genesee Street particularly the Glorius T intersection.  Jeff has been in contact with the owner of Northeast Paving Corp. for an estimate to perform this work. Heat and color are used to stamp blacktop to resemble the look of brick. Board was supportive and agreed to looking into this process further.

Mayor Kelley reported the Schuyler County 911 center is undergoing upgrades.  Notification has been received that the panel box at the 911 center to which the Village Hall and the Fire Station buildings are currently direct wired to has become obsolete and as of March 30 will no long be supported.  Fire Chief is assisting with quotes for a new monitoring company for the existing alarm systems.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell accepting the Memorandum of Agreement with the Teamster Local Union 529 and amending the collective bargaining agreement to permit 4-10 hour weeks beginning April 1-October 31 and further authorizes Mayor Kelley to execute the Memorandum of Agreement. AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing change order #2 increasing the contract with McPherson Builders on the Montour Falls Marina & Campsite project by $1392.00 and resolved the amended contract price is $335,400.00. AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell approving of the use of the DPW facility for parking on April 18, 2009 for the Lions International Walk for Kids to benefit to Camp Badger scheduled to take place on the Catharine Valley Trail. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to enroll Trustee Philip Gillemot in the NYCOM 2009 Main Street Economic Development Conference to be held on April 30th in Canandaigua, New York for a cost of $95.00. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board members agreed not to pursue a worker/camper arrangement as proposed at a previous meeting by John Brown.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to accept the boat lift operator agreement with an additional paragraph requiring the contractor to coordinate with Marina Manager the placement of boats in storage/water, and further authorized Mayor Kelley to execute the agreement with Bruce Reynolds. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell approving of the draft ten-year franchise agreement with Time Warner Cable and further resolved to schedule a public hearing on April 20th. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board discussed the need for a public informational meeting on the proposed consolidated water district for the village residents.  Tentative dates: April 8, 13th or 15th.  Mayor to coordinate with individuals and agencies involved.

Mayor Kelley advised the board, designs have been submitted to the NYSDOH for the state required modification to the water system for chlorine retention time at the well site.  Mayor noted having spoken with NYSDOH about some leniency for compliance and adding that she is pursuing stimulus funds to complete this project.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing an extension of the agreement with the Montour Falls Memorial Library Board for the use of the library building for one additional month, while transfer of ownership is being finalized. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley advised the board Elaine Daylrmple, Chuck Peacock met with Stan Beaver of Stillman’s Greenhouse to identify plants for placement in the rain garden installed between the Village Hall/Library buildings. Options for funding are being considered.  Estimated cost $600-800.00


Trustee Smith offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing installation of a culvert pipe along College Avenue side of the carnival grounds using in stock materials. AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing the advertisement for seasonal laborer. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Mayor Kelley suggested staggering the hiring of seasonal workers by two weeks.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Smith authorizing the payment of bills on General Abstract $20,467.61, Water Abstract $4,704.70, Sewer Abstract $3,665.57. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell advised the board, there would be no Nascar event in Montour Falls this summer.  The committee felt that since Watkins Glen had selected the same evening and time, the vendors could not commit to both events.

Trustee Smith requested the business section of Main Street be swept and suggested perhaps the second shift would be able to accomplish this with less traffic. 

Trustee Gillemot reported the outdoor pond at 208 S Genesee Street has become clogged again and is spilling over the sidewalk.

Trustee Gillemot inquired if there has been any word on the NYSDOT traffic study for South Genesee Street.

Trustee Smith noted the NYSDOT traffic signals on Catharine Street need refurbishing.

Mayor Kelley reported the Town of Montour, Village of Odessa might be interested in consolidating code enforcement.  Board encouraged Mayor to pursue the concept.


Trustee Smith offered a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:45p.m., seconded by Trustee Howell. Carried unanimously.
