Mayor Kelley called the meeting to order.

Mayor Kelley called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the June 15, 2009 meeting were presented.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to approve the minutes of the June 15, 2009 meeting as presented.

AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. 

NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Ann Confer, seasonal marina camper inquired of the plans for washers & dryers in the new laundry room building at the marina. She also inquired about recycling pickup.   Mayor Kelley replied that the washers & dryers would not be available this year. Mayor Kelley also replied that with the removal of the “old recycling shed” arrangements would have to be made for a recycling container(s).

Bud Kibbe who is fulfilling code enforcement duties while Chip Seager is out of town reported to the board on recent code activity as follows:

1) a STOP work order was issued for 201 East South Street

2) he is working with a boundary dispute at 205 East South Street

3) investigated tall grass complaint at 415 East Main Street 

4) order to remove the old red barn of David Kelley as a result of fire on 6/6 has been complied with; issued a no asbestos letter

Board members commended Mr. Kibbe for his quick response and level of detailed report.

Mike Stamp of E.C.Cooper reported to the board he is looking at other carriers for village property and liability coverage that will be renewing August 1.  With the possibility of a new carrier the following recommendations were made:

1)  Consider developing and adopting an employee manual setting forth 

 terms of employment and related policies.

2)  Require a certificate of liability insurance with limits of at  

minimum $100,000 preferably $300,000 with all seasonal(over 30 day) marina boat dock and camper agreements.

3)  Require a Hold Harmless Agreement for each contract the village

 enters into including dock/camp leases.

Mike also noted that with the renewal of the volunteer firemen benefit(worker’s compensation for fire fighters) the rates will increase by approximately $5,000.  He has looked at other workers comp carriers for both fire fighters and village employees and reported the current carrier PERMA, offers the best price. 


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing West Main Street be closed from Genesee Street to Catharine Street on Saturday June 27th between 4:30-7:00p.m. for the annual Pride Ride. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley updated the board on the Bike Rally event July 3&4. Activities will take place at the carnival grounds on Friday, July 3 from 8:00am- midnight with music, food and activities. On Saturday, July 4 activities will move to West Main Street. 


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing Seneca Street be closed on Friday, July 3rd between 3:30-11:00pm for Bike Rally parking and further resolved West Main Street be closed from Genesee Street to Owego Street on Saturday July 4th between 7:00am-7:00pm for the second day of the Bike Rally event. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to advertise and accept bids for curbing work within the village on July 20, 2009 at 7:15p.m. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell approving Mayor Kelley’s appointment of Fletcher Monroe, a participant in the bunker program to the Montour Falls Volunteer Fire Department effective immediately. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley made note of the NYS Department of Labor, Public Employee Safety & Health(PESH) inspection report. Compliance on the items was noted and will be communicated to NYS DOL.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to authorize HSBC bank be included as an authorized designated depository 

for the Village of Montour Falls funds along with Chemung Canal Trust Company. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing an agreement with CORRPRO for annual inspection of the cathodic protection system on the Skyline water tank at a cost of $585.00. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley reported the annual inspection of the municipal water system by the NYS Department of Health was performed today. A written report is forthcoming, however it was noted the outside of Steuben Street water tank needs cleaning and the work should be scheduled for July or August.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Gillemot to approve Mayor Kelley’s appointment of Steve LoPresti to the Village of Montour Falls Planning Board to fill the vacancy created by resignation of Jim Howell and to expire April 1, 2012.  AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Howell offered the following resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot Authorizing the implementation, and funding in the first instance 100% of the federal-aid and State “Marchiselli” Program-aid eligible costs, of a transportation federal-aid project, and appropriating funds therefore.


WHEREAS, a project for the Village of Montour Falls Gateway, P.I.N.6754.50(the “Project”) is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that calls for the apportionment of the costs such program to be borne at the ratio of 80% Federal funds and 20% non-federal funds; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Montour Falls desires to advance the Project by making a commitment of 100% of the non-federal share of the costs of the Village of Montour Falls Gateway Project, Village of Montour Falls, Schuyler County.


NOW THEREFORE, the Village Board, duly convened does hereby


RESOLVE, that the Village Board hereby approves the above-subject project; and it is hereby further


RESOLVED, that the Village Board hereby authorizes the Village of Montour Falls to pay in the first instance 100% of the federal and non-federal share of the cost of Design and Construction work for the Project or portion thereof; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the sum of $550,000 is hereby appropriated pursuant to bond resolution and made available to cover the cost of participation in the above phase of the Project; and it is further


RESOLVED, that in the event the full federal and non-federal share costs of the project exceeds the amount appropriated above, the Village Board of the Village of Montour Falls shall convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification by the NYS Department of Transportation thereof, and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the Village of Montour Falls be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid and/or Marchiselli Aid on behalf of the Village of Montour Falls with the State of New York Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project and providing for the administration of the Project and the municipalities first instance funding of project costs and permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid and state-aid eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefore that are not so eligible, and it is further


RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary agreement in connection with the Project, and it is further


RESOLVED, this resolution shall take effect immediately

AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None.

Resolution carried. 


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing an extension of the agreement with the Montour Falls Memorial Library Board for the use of the library building through September 30, 2009, while transfer of ownership is being finalized. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Wiedemer reported she and Mayor Kelley met with under sheriff Breck Spaulding on the law enforcement agreement. They do not have the personnel to provide increased patrol hours this year.  Trustee Wiedemer noted that she requested the routine focus be on speeding on village streets, parking violations and patrol of marina facility. Trustee Howell suggested a set number of hours be used to monitor speed on problem village streets excluding the state highways that the State Police can monitor. 


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing an agreement with the Schuyler County Sheriff for specialized law enforcement services to provide 20 hours of enforcement during months of June, July, August, September, October, November, 2009, April and May, 2010 and 10 hours during the months of December 2009, January & February, 2010, and further resolved a minimum of one hour per week be reserved to monitoring speeds on North & South L’Hommedieu, North & South Genesee, College Avenue and Owego Street excluding state highways. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

A purchase offer has been received from Richard & Virginia Fraboni for the former Church property at 228 Clinton Street for an amount of  $3,000. Board spoke about the questionable lot size and the option to add a restriction on any future building.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to accept the offer of $3,000 from Richard & Virgina Fraboni to purchase property at 228 Clinton Street, tax map #76.19-2-31 and further resolved all costs relating to the closing and transfer be the sole responsibility of the buyers. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

In response to the request received from Jim Kurtz to purchase a portion of the village treatment plant drying bed property, Mayor Kelley reported Attorney Halpin does not recommend the transfer.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer based on the village attorney’s recommendation, the village will not approve Jim Kurtz’s request to sell a portion of the treatment plant drying bed property on Marina Drive at this time. AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley reported Jens Erding’s boat should be removed from marina facility this coming weekend.  Also noted that she is working with the Benway’s for a swift repair and removal of their boat from the dry storage area of the marina facility.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to accept a quote from McPherson Builders to install a portion of fascia on the marina bathhouse that was not included on the original design drawings for material and labor cost of $1,426.20. AYES: Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.  

Mayor Kelley reported to the board a complaint of an incident of public intoxication at the marina facility that occurred in the late afternoon on Wed June 10th and was reported to her. Trustee Kelley is planning to recommend the dock lease not be renewed for the individual.

Board members agreed that with concerns for liability, the offer by adult and children volunteers at the marina facility to paint the exterior of the campground bathroom be declined.

Mayor Kelley noted the marina pavilion roof needs replacement.

Trustee Howell inquired if board members might consider moving board meeting time to 6:30p.m. 

Mayor Kelley reported that the design for the Chlorine Detention has been approved by NYS Department of Health and she has been working with the agency on a completion date.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot authorizing payment of bills for fiscal year 2008-09 General Fund $17,630.41 , Water Fund $1,202.84, Sewer Fund $13,052.11, fiscal year  2009-10 General Fund $17,791.18, Water Fund $144.34, Sewer Fund $426.41, Marina Improvement Captial Project $24,713.88. AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.
