In the absence of Mayor Kelley, Trustee & Deputy Mayor Phil Joe Smith called the meeting to order.

Deputy Mayor Smith called for the Pledge of Allegiance.



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot

to approve the minutes of the November 2, 2009 regular board meeting as presented. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None.  Resolution carried. 

Deputy Mayor Smith reported two seasonal employees; Larry Ennis and David O’Dell were laid off November 11th. There are two seasonal employees remaining and Mike Hughey indicated they would be needed until the leaves are picked up.



Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to keep the remaining two seasonal employees Mike Mosher and Butch Simpson through the payroll period ending December 2 for leaf pickup.

Water Telemetry bids were received and opened on Friday, November 13th and are as follows:

Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer with recommendation from Larson Design Group accepted the low bid for the Water System Telemetry Improvements in amount of $113,000.00 and awarded a contract to Vacri Construction Corporation. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None.  Resolution carried. 


Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to hold one regular board meeting for the month of December on Tuesday December 8, 2009. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None.  Resolution carried. 

Board members were advised of the cancellation of the Morrisville Grade B Certified Water Operator’s course.


Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to enroll Lance VanAlstine in the Grade B Certified Water Operator’s Course at Corning Community College for a fee of $700.00 and resolved to provide reimbursement for mileage. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None.  Resolution carried.

Clerk reported that the water operator spoke with Ken Cramer of Moody Associates who indicated if the village was at all interested in being considered a water supplier for the Marcellus Gas Well Drilling the water questionnaire should be returned. According to Moody Associates the operation will create a significant amount of truck traffic and water is being sold for $12-15.00 per thousand gallons. The selling price and set up of filling station/hydrant would be negotiated. Water Operator indicated the village could sell up to $100,000 gallons per day however could not supply water during water break or drought conditions. Trustee Gillemot repeated his concern with unsolved issues relating to the gas drilling, the degradation of the water supply and the plans for disposal of the chemically treated water at the end of the process. Board members were reluctant to consider becoming involved in this project regardless of the revenue to be gained.

Board members received and reviewed a report for the street improvement projects recently completed. Total amount of improvement expenditures less any street striping is $ 149,074.60. The NYSDOT Chips program will reimburse the village $145,774.26.

Board discussed parking on Montour Street and North Genesee Street.

Trustee Gillemot suggested the board consider permitting parking along the west side of Montour Street with one handicap parking space rather than the east side. Board was receptive to this solution that will provide the handicap space required for Montour House compliance. Concern was expressed for adequate visibility of the STOP sign for southbound traffic on Genesee Street if parking is permitted on the west side between Steuben and Main Street.  Mike Hughey indicated the STOP sign would be placed a distance from the intersection. CAUTION, STOP AHEAD signage would also be temporarily placed to warn motorists.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to schedule a public hearing for Local Law #3- 2009 designating parking along the west side of Montour Street from Main Street to South Street with a handicap parking space at the rear driveway to the Montour House and further resolved parking be permitted on the west side of Genesee Street between Steuben Street and Main Street. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None.  Resolution carried.

A report was received from Selective Insurance Management, the village’s insurance company with concerns for the temperature of the circuit breakers at the DPW and fire station.  Mike Hughey noted that Dick Bates, certified electrician would be asked to look at the breakers.

Mike Hughey updated the board on the progress made at the marina with installation of the sewer lines and laterals near completion. Installation of water lines will begin this week.

Board received and reviewed the code enforcement officer’s report for the month of October.

Trustee Wiedemer relayed complaints on signage for parking and access to parking behind the pharmacy. Trustee Gillemot agreed one-way signage for accessing the parking area appears inappropriate. Trustee Gillemot commented that the village should examine the designated access, make improvements to the lot and to signage on site as well as signage at the falls on or near an informational kiosk.

Board examined the abstract of vouchers and questioned an invoice in amount of $595.00 for landscaping at the fire station. Clerk noted it is an annual expense charged to the fire department budget. Board members agreed to authorize payment this year and alternate ways of maintaining landscaping without this expense be sought for next year.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing payment of bills on General Abstract $31,711.95, Water Abstract $3,361.24, Sewer Abstract $9,101.20 Capital Projects CHIPS $65,534.78,Capital Projects Marina Improvements $2,809.40. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to approve the following budget amendments
