Jim Kurtz was present to discuss with the board his request to purchase a portion of village land to the west of his property.  Trustee Howell suggested the sale of real property be an executive session matter, which he would like to discuss the survey/photos and other documentation with the board.

Trustee Gillemot discussed with the board a 50% matching ARC grant that according to Tom McGarry of Southern Tier Planning & Development the village may qualify for funding to erect an informative kiosk for the Falls Park.  The application is due by June 12. Trustee Gillemot felt that with the board’s approval, the original kiosk design, help from Tom McGarry and possibly SCOPED an application could be developed.  The kiosk would contain timeless information and map of areas of interest to visitors along with a history of the village and the Falls.  Trustee Howell spoke in favor of the grant application and the kiosk however felt the original design should be scaled down in size to a shorter/wider version. Mayor questioned if the Falls Park was an appropriate location for the kiosk. Board was in agreement to proceeding further with this concept.

A letter was received from the Falls Harvest Festival Committee explaining the plans for the fall event to be held October 10th beginning at 1:00p.m. and ending with fireworks at 8:00p.m.. The committee requested assistance with the event by way of closing streets and clean up. Board agreed that as discussed last year, the clean up should be the responsibility of the event committee.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to approve closing of West Main Street from Owego Street to Genesee Street, use of Bennett Hill Park, and further resolved that a temporary waiver of Chapter 47 of the Code of the Village of Montour Falls Open Containers for West Main Street on October 10, 2009 between the hours of 1pm-8:30pm  for Fall Harvest Festival event. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Gillemot noted that he attends the Fall Harvest Fest Committee meetings and agreed at the request of Mayor Kelley to act as a village liaison.

Mayor Kelley noted an opportunity for planning board and ZBA training is available May 27th at the Human Service Building.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to authorize a retainer agreement with Larson Design Group for engineering/consultant assistance as necessary, and further resolved proposals with cost estimates will be offered for individual projects. AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

Trustee Howell offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Wiedemer resolved, the Water Meter Replacement and Water System Improvements Project be considered an unlisted SEQR action and resolved it is determined the project will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts and further resolved the application for funding assistance through the Green Innovation Grant Program to complete this project is authorized to be submitted by May 29, 2009. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None.  Resolution carried.
Trustee Wiedemer discussed with the board the sheriff’s patrol report, the times and days patrol has taken place.
Concern was expressed for lack of weekend coverage and the hours of the day for patrol. Trustee Wiedemer and Mayor Kelley will meet with the Sheriff to negotiate hours and times for new contract.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot approving a request from Michael Omar for refund of dock fees in amount of $1010.00 due to the status of his employment. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to deny Jens Erding’s request for boat storage at the marina after May 25th and further resolved that Mr. Erding must make arrangements to put his boat in the water or remove it from the marina facility as indication in the April 30 notification. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Gillemot. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board was advised of the availability of the Schuyler County Housing Needs Assessment 2007-2020.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer designating Phil Joe Smith as an authorized signatory on banking transactions. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor noted the village has received an invoice from Hunt Engineers for the inspection of the sanitary sewer for the Raymond Street Family Housing  totaling $10,724.95.  Frandsen developers placed $6600.00 on deposit for the inspection fees and will be billed the remainder.

Trustee Gillemot presented the board with his written report on the Main Street Economic Development Conference for discussion at a later date.

Budget amendments were presented to the board.


Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell 

to approve the budget amendments as presented and further resolved to authorize a transfer of $38,000 from the street resurfacing to the Street & Sidewalk Repair Reserve. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer, Mayor Kelley. NOES: Trustee Howell. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to adjourn the meeting for executive session for discussion on a real estate transaction. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Gillemot to close the executive session. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Wiedemer.  NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Gillemot offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell authorizing payment of bills on General Abstract $39,867.89, Water Abstract $472.41 Sewer Abstract $2,561.74, Capital Projects Marina Improvements $3,130.99. AYES:  Trustee Gillemot, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer.  NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Gillemot offered a motion, seconded by Trustee Howell to adjourn the meeting at 9:30p.m. Carried unanimously.
