Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to express appreciation to the Winkler family for collecting roadside trash on Steuben Street and Mill Street. AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board members discussed the position of Public Work Superintendent.  Trustee Smith added that although funds were figured in the upcoming budget it is not enough for a full time supervisor.  Board questioned if a less than full time position would be adequate time. There are two applicants that qualify for the position. Trustee Howell advised the board he was contacted by Terrence Wolverton who has chose to withdraw his application. Board tabled any action on this position.

Trustee King offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer in support of the joint Town and Village spring trash clean up to be scheduled for a Saturday early May. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith.  NOES:  None. Resolution carried.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer

accepting Clayton Snow’s estimate of $2,310.00 to repair and paint the library handicap ramp and side steps of the library building.  AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith.

Board discussed an estimate from Bill Krause for repair to the emergency power generator at the fire station. A remanufactured motor for replacement is estimated at $3,867.48.  Additional costs include materials and labor to total $5,892.48.  A budget amendment will be necessary within the fire department budget.  Board agreed that a service/maintenance contract should be sought out for all village owned emergency generators.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King to approve of Change Order #2 on the contract with Vacri Construction to extend the substantial completion date to April 30, 2010 for the water system telemetry project. AYES;  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee  Smith, Trustee King. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board was informed a NYSDEC officer has investigated the accumulation of debris and use of ATV’s/lawnmowers in the northern end of old Catharine Creek between Henry & Clinton Streets and notices were delivered to each household by the officer. 

Mike Hughey reported work is underway on repairs to the sewer installation at the new marina campsite and completion is expected this week. Manholes will then be sealed and tested.

Trustee Howell informed the board property at 121 Raymond Street currently served by private sewage system might be requesting to hook on to the newly installed gravity fed sanitary sewer on Raymond Street.  Board reviewed that an extension would have to be engineered at the expense of the property owner.  

Trustee Howell noted the garbage cans at the cemetery are overflowing.

Trustee Howell mentioned funds were budgeted for Main Street pavement stamping project and suggested the contractor be contacted for this spring work.

Trustee Smith reported a request has been made to Camp Monterey for clearing of brush in the upper section of the cemetery.

Trustee Smith informed the board the landfill commission meeting is scheduled for this week Wednesday at the landfill on the matter of closing the facility.

        Resolution in support of an application by Schuyler County

for the April 2010 Round of the New York State Main Street Grant Program
WHEREAS, New York State Department of Housing and Community Renewal Office of Community Renewal has announced a 2010 round of grant funding for the New York Main Street Grant Program, and 

WHEREAS, Schuyler County, in cooperation with Schuyler County Partnership for Economic Development, intends to submit an application in the amount of:

· up to $150,000 for assistance to the owner/developer of the former Rural Urban Center on East Broadway Street into a mixed use property with upper floor residential units and lower level commercial use; and 

· up to $10,000 for administrative and program delivery expenses; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Montour Falls recognizes the East Broadway Street District as a significant mixed use “Main Street” district, integral to the adjacent historic West Main Street commercial and civic core of the Village; and further recognizes the significant impact the redevelopment of the former Rural Urban Center will have on the Village;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that:

The Village of Montour Falls supports the application by Schuyler County to the April 2010 round of the New York State Main Street Grant Program, in an amount up to $160,000 for the renovation of upper floor residential units in the former Rural Urban Center.

In the absence of Mayor Kelley, Trustee and Deputy Mayor Phil Joe Smith called the meeting to order.

Deputy Mayor Phil Joe Smith called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the April 5, 2010 meeting were presented.



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell to approve the minutes of the April 5, 2010 meeting as presented.  AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

Deputy Mayor opened the public hearing on the 2010-11 fiscal year budget at 7:04p.m.  

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Tom Reese owner of property at 121 Raymond Street discussed with the board that he might want to hook onto the sanitary sewer on Raymond Street.  The present septic system is failing and will need to be corrected before the property can be sold.   He has been in touch with an engineer who will design the hookup.   Deputy Mayor/Trustee Smith noted that it has been a policy that the property owner designs and installs the sewer at his cost.  Trustee Howell noted that the most recent requests for connection to the sanitary sewer system were for 1)vacant property and 2) for new construction(apartment project), this is an existing home with failed septic system, and an unanticipated expense to the sale of the property.  Board agreed to take no action until the engineering has been completed and a cost estimate has been determined. 

Steve Lawton extended gratitude to the street department for the snow removal efforts this past winter. Emergency equipment did not experience any difficulty.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION CONCLUDED.

Fire Chief Tom Carson spoke to the board about the parking situation along West Main Street between Catharine & Henry. According to the traffic law, parking is prohibited however it is not posted.

Another traffic hazard exists at B’Way and Catharine for traffic exiting Broadway.  He has spoke with the local NYSDOT office and they will review and respond to the Village Office.

Fire Chief suggested the board begin to consider a fee for repeated false alarms. Village attorney will be consulted.

 Fire Chief informed the board, emergency helicopter landing zones will be set up at the hospital and will no longer use the fire academy.

 Fire Chief suggested using the equipment reserve funds for the purchase of the new rescue vehicle to assist with the village budget.

Scott Millard, a marina camper discussed with the board permitting golf carts within the marina.  He suggested policies and rules be established to the use. It was noted Marina Road is a village street and golf carts would not be legal.  Board rejected any consideration to permit use of golf carts by campers or boaters.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King approving the closing of West Main Street between Montour and Genesee Street on Tuesday, April 20th during the Montour House grand opening ceremony 12:30-2:00p.m.    AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 



Trustee King offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to allow the Relay for Life fund raising committee to use purple chalk on sidewalks between the Mechanics Club and the fire station.  AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to accept resignation from John King from the Village of Montour Falls Planning Board. AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King authorizing prepayments for contracts and utility billings as necessary. 

AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

Board members were provided with a copy of the executed PILOT agreement between Bruce Nelson and SCIDA for the development of property at 208 West Broadway, formerly the Rural Urban Center. The property has recently been transferred to Nelson Development.

Board thanked Lloyd Wetherbee of Schuyler County Soil & Water for producing a laminated wall map of the new zoning districts.

Requests were received for planting memorial trees at the Falls Park and at Bennett Hill Park.  Board agreed that the areas do not need more trees. There will be ornamental shrubbery and park benches to place in the Falls Park and these ideas will be offered for family memorials.

Board agreed to officially put the position of Public Works Supervisor  on hold until funds are adequate for a full time supervisor.  Deputy Mayor/Trustee Smith apologized on behalf of the Village Board to Tom Carson, who is a qualified applicant in the process.

The budget provides for one additional seasonal employee.  Board authorized advertisement for one single position.

Deputy Mayor announced the joint spring collection day has been scheduled for Sat May 8th   at the Town of Montour Highway facility.

Board discussed the curbside recycling pickup.  A proposal was received from a new company, Cardinal Disposal from Dundee NY for an amount of $1,158.50. Board members felt the present company Arrowhead Disposal has excellent performance record and are a Schuyler County business. Trustee Howell suggested this information be shared with Arrowhead Disposal.

Board reports:


Trustee Howell spoke about the crosswalk pavement-stamping project.  Clerk noted having spoken with the owner of the company who was sending   designs/photos via email and tentatively scheduled work for mid-May.  Board suggested Trustee Howell work with the stamping contractor to obtain designs for review at the next meeting and a committed start date.



Trustee Howell reported having met with the Turner Park neighborhood and Greg Mathews to discuss street improvements.  Removal of the existing 5”-7” blacktop was estimated at 4,000.00 and would then require placement of new binder. Greg Mathews indicated the existing blacktop may be used as binder/base and a top coat added.  The street is 18’wide. It was suggested that when the curbing area is dug (30”) storm sewer pipe can be set along with three catch basins placed on the lower end of the street. Further planning will continue on the project.

Trustee King reported on his training at the Southern Tier Central Regional Planning & Development Board’s Leadership Conference that included Code of Ethics and email policies.

Trustee King spoke about maintenance of the website and offered to work with Randy Deal.  He also inquired about posting of minutes and the meeting agenda. 

Trustee King advised the board he is sharing information with property owners to make them aware that grants and tax credits are available for improvements to residential properties within a historic district.

Mike Hughey expressed interest in attending the Cornell Local Roads school in June.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing Mike Hughey to attend the Cornell Local Roads Training School from June 7-9 for a fee of $90.00. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Smith, Trustee King. NOES: None.

Resolution carried.
