PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Ann Confer, camper at the Montour Falls Municipal Marina and Campground inquired again about plans for equipping the new marina office building with washer/dryers.  Mayor Kelley said she would be working on this project this summer.  Mrs. Confer also inquired of board policy for electricians working at the marina.  She would like to hire her licensed electrician to install a 50 amp electrical service to her camper rather than the electrician used by the village. The quote she obtained was so high she abandoned the idea.  Mayor Kelley noted that she would look into the electrical requirements and reply to Mrs. Confer by phone.

Catharine Pratt and Dianna Betts of Clinton Street were present for the second visit with increased concern for the four wheeler and dirt bike track that has formulated in the residential district at Clinton and Washington Streets. Catharine noted having made complaints to both State Police and Sheriff’s Department however was advised the village has no local regulations in place for recreational use of four wheelers or dirt bikes.  Both the residents felt that this use as well as the tall grass is not a welcoming sight to visitors entering the village.  Mayor Kelley will consult with the Village Attorney.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King authorizing the hiring of seasonal employee Matthew Blencowe in place of Patrick Miller at $7.25/hour until the marina project is completed.

Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer that consideration for permitting and hanging event banners for non-profit organizations across Main Street be on a individual basis and further resolved to permit a fund raising banner for the Schuyler Health Foundation to be hung by village work forces using village equipment upon removal of the fire department festival banner. Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King to maintain sewer use rates without increase resolved to remove from the 2010-11 sewer budget the purchase of a sewer lateral camera and reducing the sewer fund budget by $14,000.  AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Trustee King noted that he would like to see business, attractions, events and photos added to the village website. He will work with Randy Deal.

authorizing use of weed control spray along guard rails on Steuben Street, Mill street, South L’Hommedieu Street and resolved the spray will be applied by Marty Roberts of the Town of Reading who holds proper licence. Board received a concern from Mike Cook of the Cleaning Factory for the maple tree in Bennett Hill Park that has branches that overhang his property.  Dead branches on the tree have been trimmed to protect Mr. Cook’s property.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to authorize the closing of West Main Street from Genesee Street to Owego Street on June 26th between 3-7p.m. for the annual Pride Ride. AYES: Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee King. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board was advised of the pending renewal of a tavern license for the Falls Lounge. No objections were raised.


Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to allow the new benches in the Falls Park to be purchased for a memorial along with a bronze plaque for a cost of $500.00. AYES: Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee King.  NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board members were given copies of village owned properties for review and future discussion.

Board was informed of a request that the sliding scale used to determine eligibility for Senior Citizen tax exemption be reviewed and updated. Board felt that any further exemptions would only shift burden. Clerk noted that Watkins Glen was contacted and was advised they use a flat income level with no sliding scale for eligibility.

Board members were invited to view the Montour Falls Fire Department annual parade from the judge’s stand at Bennett Hill Park this Saturday.

Trustee Wiedemer requested the newly hired code enforcement officer look at overgrown shrubbery at corner of Washington Street and North Catharine Street.

Mayor to look into the dock repairs being completed under agreement with Bob Howell in exchange for dock space.   Mayor will also look into repairs to the large pavilion.

Trustee Howell will make contact with the pavement stamping contractor  regarding a date he plans to perform the work.  He will also meet with Mike Hughey to mark out for a curb cut near the Country Harvest Café for placement of new crosswalk.

Trustee Howell suggested the Village Board/local media improve the policy for welcoming and promoting new business in Montour Falls.

Trustee Howell will work with the new code enforcement officer on updating the inspection fee and building permit fee schedule.


Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to proceed with the purchase and installation of three coin operated washer and dryers at the marina using marina facility operating funds. AYES: Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell, Trustee King.  NOES: None. Resolution carried.
