In the absence of Mayor Kelley, Trustee Howell called the meeting to order and called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the April 19, 2010 meeting were presented.



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution seconded by Trustee King to approve the minutes of the April 19,2010 meeting as presented.  AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Tom Carson, speaking as a village taxpayer commented on code enforcement issues.  Recently the code enforcement officer visited his home, prompted by a contractor’s truck at his residence and was advised a building permit was needed for a new kitchen.  Tom said he secured the permit, continued work to then have progress held up awaiting an inspection after three phone calls were made to code enforcement officer. Next door his neighbor has two unlicensed vehicles. He questioned fairness and the balance between compliance with new construction and property maintenance.  

Tom Carson advised the board, emergency access to the Catharine Valley Trail was delayed for the start up this past week’s Stride Right Walk until an updated key was provided for the gate.  Gate key  to the locked gate are stored in the “knox box” attached to the gate however the key had been changed and a new key had not been replaced.

Dave    , was recently involved with the Stride Right walk along the Catharine Valley Trail that allowed him a view the Montour Falls Marina. He noted a boat at the marina that flies a very large confederate flag.  He commented that this might seem a bit offensive or non-welcoming to some people.  He shared photos and inquired if the board might consider restrictions on this sort of display.  Village Attorney will be consulted.

Rose Smith and David Macri were present to speak about a code enforcement matter.  Rose Smith is making plans to open a salon at 310-312 West Main Street and began painting last week only to have a stop work order taped to the door.  They contacted code enforcement, who may have misunderstood the work underway due to removal of outlet covers for painting. She expressed concern that code enforcement could halt work and determine later that it was unfounded.  Steve Lawton inquired of the board who is responsible for actions of code enforcement and if village has a liability.

Trustee King offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Wiedermer to approve a supplement to the SEQR completed for the Rural Urban Center Funding Application dated December 8, 2009 to further support and clarify the action would not result in any adverse environmental impact.  AYES:  Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Board reviewed the tentative budget for 2010-11 and adjusted revenue to reflect transfer of fire equipment reserve funds to the General Fund for the replacement purchase of the rescue vehicle GR-9. This adjustment will result in a 0% tax increase.  Clerk noted the Town of Dix has completed the revaluation therefore any increase or decrease in their tax bill is a result of the assessment change.



Trustee King offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to adopt the fiscal year 2010-11 budget summarized as follows

Clerk advised the board members there will be an upcoming NYS Retirement   System resolution relating to reporting salary and time worked for appointed and elected officials. Appointed and elected officers are required to maintain a log of time worked for 180 days.

Board offered no objection to the Schuyler County Public Health providing screening for village employees. 

A wellhead protection plan has been prepared and received from NY Rural Water Association and will be reviewed for discussion at a future meeting.

Tom Carson advised the board, Camp Monterey has agreed to provide 144 man hours to assist clearing work at the Montour Cemetery. It was also suggested limbs overhanging the brick building at the cemetery be trimmed.

Trustee Howell reviewed with the board the crosswalk stamping project. A total of 8 crosswalks, a T at the Main Street/ Genesee Street intersection amount will be $16,600. In addition stamping in front of the Falls Park in amount of $2,300. The sole source stamping contractor indicated he could have the work completed by Memorial Day. Clerk estimated $27,000. remaining in the street resurfacing budget may be used toward the stamping project or other street projects as approved by the board. No other resurfacing work is planned for these funds.  Trustee Wiedemer inquired why there are no crosswalks are planned for east of Lee Street and expressed concern that all work is planned for the west end of Main Street.  It was noted that the TEP grant project for Catharine & Main Street will be used to beautify the entrance onto West Main Street from Catharine Street.



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King to approve expenditure of funds to complete the pavement stamping project on West Main Street and at the pull off at the Falls Park for a total amount of $18,900. AYES:  Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee King, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing demolition of the small pavilion at the marina and further resolved water and electric service should be maintained. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee King. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King to reclassify $9985.86 from Capital Projects Chips HE5110.4 expenditure to the General Fund Street Resurfacing A5110.2. to stay within budgeted reimbursement amounts. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee King, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

A complaint was received from campsite #50 at the Montour Falls Municipal Marina & Campground over the conditions at the site related to the campsite expansion project, i.e. large hole with loosely installed orange fencing, hoses, sheating, tree roots causing a trip hazard. Clerk to share the complaint with Mike Hughey and address some of the concerns.

Trustee Howell mentioned sewer hookup for 121 Raymond Street however the engineered drawing has not been received yet.

Trustee Howell inquired if Mike Hughey could see that the utility lines were marked out in Turner Park to allow for further planning of a curbing/street project.

Trustee King offered to work with Randy Deal on the village’s website design.

Trustee King also noted he spoke with other municipal leaders at the NY Main Street conference who mentioned regulations for absentee landlords.  He also commented that he feels the Board of Trustees should have some responsibility to solicit business for the village in an effort to improve the village economy.

Flowers will be sent to Mayor Kelley as an expression of sympathy for the recent loss of her mother. 



Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee King authorizing payment of bills on General Abstract $4,958.35 Water Abstract  $1,673.64, Sewer Abstract $1,024.18. AYES: Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee King, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

Mayor Kelley called the meeting to order and called for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the May 3, 2010 meeting were presented.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution seconded by Trustee Howell to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2010 meeting as presented.  AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

Mayor Kelley expressed her gratitude to the board members for the

support during her mother’s illness and expression of sympathy at her passing. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

  Marty Roberts thanked the board for the tree removal near to his dock at the marina.  Marty also explained that he had rented two docks and planned to use the second dock for a fishing boat that he no longer has and inquired if the board would consider reimbursement.

  Tom Carson speaking as a cemetery commissioner expressed concern that there are several cemetery lots that have extended the limits with ornaments.  He will provide a list of lot owners and suggest a letter be sent to the family requesting their compliance with regulations.

  Tom Carson announced the Memorial Day Service would take place at the Falls Park, Monday, May 31st at 9:30a.m. Sheriff William Yessman will be the speaker. 

  Tom Carson, fire chief reported the generator at the fire station has been repaired and is being tested. The mechanic is able and willing to provide routine maintenance on this and all village owned generators.  Fire Chief also reported the department continues to search for state contract Chevy Suburban to replace GR9, the rescue vehicle. Total estimated cost is now at $61,000 and $46,000 would be village share.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer that Arrowhead Disposal having served the village well for 10 years  resolved to renew the monthly curbside recycling contract for the upcoming year June 1, 2010 through May 31, 2011 at the same rate. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES:None. Resolution carried.

  Mayor Kelley expressed concern that striping the parking spaces is necessary in front of the Falls and by adding pavement stamping in this area the striping could not be done. 



Trustee Howell offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Smith to spend $16,600 for pavement stamping to include 8 crosswalks, T design and resolved a new crosswalk be added in the vicinity of the Harvest Café. AYES:  Trustee Howell, Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to leave water and sewer rates without an increase and further resolved to refrain from the purchase of a sewer lateral camera for the sewer system for an amount of $14,000 in the 2010-2011 fiscal year budget. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Howell, Trustee Wiedemer. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing Mayor Kelley to execute the tax warrant for 2010-11 collection of taxes in amount of 445,316.00 and relevied sewer in amount of $444.49 totaling $445,760.49.  AYES: Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

  
Trustee Wiedemer offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Smith to insert with the village tax bill a separate general information and policy for residents. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried. 

  
Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to transfer $20,000 from general fund balance to streets capital repair reserve fund for the local share of the TEP grant from the previous two year’s budgets.   Pride Ride is scheduled for June 26th, Main Street will need to be closed. More details will be presented at the June 7 meeting.

  Mayor Kelley presented her appointments for the upcoming year.

  Trustee Howell indicated he is not able to serve as the representative

  To Schuyler County Environmental Management or Schuyler County Planning Commission.  Trustee Smith indicated he would be willing to stay on the Environmental Management Council and Trustee Wiedemer noted that her term on the Schuyler County Planning Commission does not expire until December 31, 2010.  Trustee Howell also noted that no trustee is designated to oversee the water department and stated he has the experience and would be most willing to take on this task, if the Mayor so chooses.
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  Mike Hughey informed the board he has interviewed three applicants for seasonal laborer and requested one additional laborer until the marina project is completed.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell to approve hiring, Francis Harrison as seasonal laborer until November 30th and Patrick Miller as seasonal laborer until the marina project is complete at $7.25/hour. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer authorizing Mike Hughey to be paid for the remainder of unused vacation hours at May 31, 2010 estimated at 45 hours. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

  As an expression of sympathy to Mike Thomas for the sudden loss of his companion, employees requested approval to donate sick/vacation hours to him to care for his family.  Board indicated Attorney Halpin should be consulted about a policy. In the meanwhile, a card and cash donations will be collected for Mike.

  Board was informed that the outside spigot at the new marina 

  bath house has not worked since original installation. A call will be placed to the general contractor.

  Trustee Howell reported in relation to the Turner Park street resurfacing/curbing project, an engineer donated his time to look at the street and offer suggestions for drainage. He indicated support for installation of curbing and that the use of the existing surface will provide a good base for resurfacing. One option would be to complete the 8” pipe storm sewer installation and curbing in one fiscal year and resurfacing the following. An estimate will be needed for installation of storm sewer.



Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Howell

  authorizing a refund to Marty Roberts of for dock #49S in an amount of $1030.00. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

  Trustee Smith reported there would be a special meeting for Landfill Commission scheduled this Wednesday to discuss clean up of the landfill.

  Code Enforcement Officer Bud Kibbe presented his report for the month of April and highlighted the status of the larger projects, Montour House, Jerlando’s Pub, Raymond Street apartment venting violation. He noted that codes are to become more stringent thru the end of the year requiring permits for most all repair work.  Code officer noted that the new zoning setbacks are affecting some residents and they have applied for relief from the Zoning Board of Appeals. Trustee Smith expressed concern that the current strict enforcement of codes is deterring work on the village.

Trustee Smith offered a resolution, seconded by Trustee Wiedemer to terminate employment with George (Bud) Kibbe as code enforcement officer effective immediately. AYES:  Trustee Smith, Trustee Wiedemer, Trustee Howell. NOES: None. Resolution carried.

  Village Clerk presented a request from the fire chief for an $800.00 

  contribution from his budget toward firefighter apparel.  Board agreed that the department could use the $800.00 of the membership funds that were to be reimbursed to the village for theI AM RESPONDING monitor toward this purchase.

  Board reviewed and approved quote from Accufab of $5528.00 for the fabrication and installation of the black iron rail replacement on the retaining wall at the Falls Park and approved of Accufab additional charges for removal of the existing brackets and bolts on the chain link fence for possible reuse and also additional charge to provide NYSDEC with a letter explaining the process they plan to utilize to install the new rail.
